“* The BASview 3 provides two ways to display current
values on a user defined screen

o Graphics are fixed in size and can provide animated views of the
system (animated mechanical systems can be purchased from
ControlPix or uploaded by the user such as floor plans or
equipment photos.) along with real-time values of points in the
system

o Dashboards are dynamic in size and work well on smart phones
or PCs. These usually just have values of points in the system.
They can have mechanical equipment animations as well but
these are typically hard to scale down to smart phones.
